Solicitation of 2006 dues will commence with the release of our December newsletter.
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Three cases were filed against Lucent in 2003 and 2004 to challenge its termination
of the death benefit part of the pension plan for management employees and

retirees. The three cases, which are intended to be class actions covering all affected
retirees and their qualified spouses and other death benefit beneficiaries, have been

consolidated and are proceeding together under the direction of a unified legal team.

The LRO has assisted plaintiffs' attorney Alan Sandals (who is a member of the legal team and also is legal counsel to the
LRO) in locating helpful information to support the case. The legal team for the retirees has informed Lucent and the court that
it plans to file a motion to amend the complaint to add additional facts and legal theories. It is expected that motions for
"Summary Judgment" will be filed shortly after that by both sides. The LRO will monitor closely this phase and will offer
assistance to counsel to defeat Lucent's arguments. The LRO is informed that to date Lucent is the only former Bell System

company which eliminated this vital benefit.
